CONSTITUTION OF THE 

WASHINGTON, D.C. METROPOLITAN ALUMNI CHAPTER

OF THE 

NATIONAL ALUMNI ASSOCIATION OF 

SAINT AUGUSTINE’S COLLEGE

ARTICLE I – NAME

This organization shall be known as the “Washington, D.C. Metropolitan Alumni

Chapter of the National Alumni Association of Saint Augustine’s College” (WDC-MAC-SAC)

ARTICLE II – AFFILIATION


This organization shall be an affiliate chapter of the National Alumni Association of Saint Augustine’s College located in Raleigh, North Carolina.  This local affiliate of the National Alumni Association of Saint Augustine’s College is organized exclusively for charitable and educational purposes, including for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations under section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Cod, or corresponding sections of any future federal tax code.

ARTICLE III – OBJECTIVES


The objectives of this Chapter are to bring the members of the alumni in Washington, D.C. and surrounding suburbia into a closer relationship with one another; to stimulate a greater activity in search of knowledge; to arouse more determined efforts in the interest of Saint Augustine’s College; to mutually further the interest of the alumni in the field at large; and to make monetary contributions to support the College’s goals and objectives.

ARTICLE IV – MEMBERSHIP

Section 1 --
The membership of the Chapter shall consist of the alumni, former students and friends of Saint Augustine’s College living in the Metropolitan Washington, D.C. Area.

Section 2 --
Any person who has graduated from Saint Augustine’s College, Saint Agnes Training School for Nurses, the Bishop Tuttle School of Social Work is eligible for membership.  In addition, any person who has spent not less than one academic year of resident study at one of these institutions in good standing therewith and is no longer enrolled at the College is eligible for membership.

Section 3 --
Honorary membership may be bestowed, pursuant to Section 3a below, upon those persons who have been consistent contributors to the Chapter and are spouses of regular Chapter members in good standing.  Honorary membership shall include all the benefits of regular membership except those of voting and/or holding office.

             3a --
Honorary membership shall be initiated by the request of a regular chapter member, on behalf of his or her spouse, or on behalf of a consistent contributor, addressed to the Chapter President and the Chapter’s Executive Board.  A 2/3 majority vote shall be necessary to effectuate such an honorary membership.

Section 4 --
Members in Good Standing – Any eligible person who has paid $25.00 ($35.00/couple) annual membership dues shall be considered a member in good standing.  There are no life membership fees.  Membership fees are based on a fiscal year from July 1 through June 30.  The $25.00 membership fee is for the operation of the Chapter, contributions to the College and for voting rights in the local Chapter General Elections.

Section 5 --
No part of the net earnings of the organization shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees, officers or other private persons, except that the organization shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in the purpose clause hereof.  No substantial part of the activities of the organization shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the organization shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.  Notwithstanding any other provisions of this document, the organization shall not carry on any other activities to permitted to be carried on (a) by an organization exempt from federal income tax under section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or (b) by an organization, contributions to which are deducible under section 170 (c) (2) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code.

ARTICLE V - OFFICERS OF THE CHAPTER

Section 1 --
The elected officers of this Chapter shall be a PRESIDENT, FIRST VICE- PRESIDENT, SECOND VICE- PRESIDENT, CORRESPONDING SECRETARY, RECORDING SECRETARY, TREASURER, PARLIAMENTARIAN, SERGEANT-AT-ARMS, AND CHAPLAIN.

ARTICLE VI – ELIGIBILITY OF OFFICERS

Section 1 --
Any member of the Chapter who has been active and in good standing for the current year and the immediate past two years is eligible to hold office.

ARTICLE VII – DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS

Section 1 --
The duties of the President, First Vice-President, Second Vice-President, Treasurer, Corresponding Secretary, Recording Secretary, Parliamentarian, Sargeant-at-Arms and Chaplain shall be in keeping with those outlined in Robert’s Rules of Parliamentary Procedures.

ARTICLE VIII – ELECTIONS

(1) – All officers shall be elected to serve a term of two years, after which an                                     


                     election for new officers shall be held.  Elections shall be held in May of an 




         election year.  All officers may be re-elected for an additional two year term.

(2) – Except as hereafter provided, the President, by and with the consent of the

         Executive Board shall make an appointment for the unexpired term of any 

         vacant office of this Chapter.

(3) – In the event of the President’s death, resignation, or removal from office, the 

         First Vice-President shall succeed the President for the unexpired term.  The

          Second Vice-President shall succeed the First Vice-President.  The          

          Executive Board shall appoint a successor to fill the unexpired term of the 

          Second Vice-President.

ARTICLE IX – NOMINATING PROCEDURES



(1) – A Nominating Committee shall consist of five members, three of which shall 



         be non-office holding members appointed by the President and Executive



         Board in February of each election year, if feasible.



(2) – All nominations shall be received by the Nominating Committee prior to



         the April Meeting.  Voting shall take place at the May Meeting with



         installation of the new officer at the June Meeting.

ARTICLE X – QUORUM

Section 1 -- 
At a regular Chapter meeting, at least seven members in good standing shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business, provided that the President, or First Vice-president, or Second Vice-President and a Secretary is present to keep the record.  In the absence of these officers, a member of the Executive Board may preside as a temporary chairman and a member of the group assembled may serve as Secretary to conduct the business of the Chapter.

Section 2 --
A simple majority of members of the Executive Board shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at a meeting of this body, provided the President or First Vice-President, or Second Vice President and a Secretary are present to keep the records.  In the absences of those officers, the body may appoint a temporary Chairperson and a temporary Secretary to conduct the business of the Chapter

ARTICLE XI – COMMITTEES OF THE CHAPTER

Section 1 --
The Executive Board shall consist of the Chapter Officers and Chairpersons of the Standing Committees.  This Board shall carry out the policies and procedures directed by the membership and the National Alumni Association.  The Chapter President shall preside as Chairperson of the Executive Board.  The Executive Board shall meet to discuss needed changes in the Chapter Rules, Bylaws, Operations, etc., and make recommendations to the membership at least twice a year.  In EMERGENCIES this body shall be polled as to how the Chapter should respond to any given situations.  A majority vote shall be necessary for the ruling to stand.  The Executive Board shall be responsible for recommending ways to raise fund for the Local Chapter and the National Alumni.

Section 2 --
Standing Committees

(1) Membership – This committee will work closely with the Newsletter Committee to increase membership involvement and shall be responsible for holding membership campaigns to recruit, maintain, and reactivate members.

(2) Fund Raising/Social – This committee will set up the activities for raising monies for continuous operations and expansion of the Chapter’s program.  This committee will also be responsible for contacting the appropriate organizations and groups to secure necessary space, information, etc. for activities sponsored by the Chapter.

(3) Constitution – This committee will update and revise the constitution as needed according to Robert’s Rules of Order.

(4) Auditing and Budget – It shall be the duty of this committee to audit the financial records of the Chapter and present a written report at the September meeting.  The budget committee shall present an operating budget at the September meeting.  They shall serve as a member of the Auditing committee.

Sections 3 --
The President shall appoint any other such committees as the conditions may    

                         require.

ARTICLE XII – CLUBS OF THE CHAPTER

            The President may approve the establishment of subsidiary clubs for the Chapter, such as 

Golden Falcon Club, Parents Club, etc.

ARTICLE XIII – REMOVAL FROM OFFICE

             The Chapter members in good standing by a two-third vote of members present shall 

have the power to remove from office any officer or member of the Executive Board or neglect of duty, conduct unbecoming to such an office, or actions prejudicial to the best interest of the Chapter.  All charges shall be preferred in writing at least thirty days in advance of the next regular scheduled Chapter meeting, and the accused provided a copy thereof, and given a fair and impartial hearing including the right to be represented by Counsel of his/her choice, and the right of confrontation by the Executive Board.  The Executive Board shall report its findings, conclusions and recommendations to the general membership for its consideration and disposition.

ARTICLE IVX – MEETINGS

Section 1 --
Regular Chapter meetings shall be scheduled the first Friday of each month (September through June) unless otherwise designated by the Executive Board.

Section 2 --
The Executive Board shall meet twice a year at a time and place designated by the President.  In emergencies, special meetings may be called or members of the Executive Board may be polled by telephone to vote and or discuss the issue.

Section 3 --
When necessary, the President by and with the advice and consent of the Executive Board, may call a special meeting or postpone a regularly scheduled meeting of the Chapter, at such time and place as they designate, provided an official notice is forwarded to all members in good standing.  Such notices shall be sent at least five days prior to the date of the special meeting or postponed meeting.

ARTICLE XV – AMENDING THE CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS

             The Constitution and Bylaws of this Chapter may be amended at any regular meeting, 

provided that a copy of the proposal or the substance thereof is submitted to the President and 

presented to the members thirty days prior to the meeting at which it will be voted on.  The

President upon receipt of the proposal shall forward a copy of the proposal to the Constitutional 

Committee whose responsibility it shall be to study the proposal and present their 

recommendations to the members at the next regular meeting.  No amendment, change, or 

alteration of the Constitution and Bylaws shall come effective until two-thirds of members 

assembled and in good standing and voting shall vote in favor of the action being taken.

ARTICLE XVI – DISSOLUTION OF THE ORGANIZATION

Upon the dissolution of the organization, assests shall be distributed for one or 

more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, 

or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or shall be distributed to the federal 

government, or to a state or local government, for the public purose.  Any such assets not 

disposed of by the Court of Common Plea of the county in which principal office of the 

organization is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or

organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for 

such purposes.
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
